	Notification has been received that the Change of use application for The Retreat will be going in front of Planning Committee on Wednesday 10th January.  The residents asked if the Parish Council would be sending someone to represent the Village on this application. It also mentioned the PROW which they are aware is being dealt with separately, and the need for an application to be submitted for the fencing which has been constructed.
The Councillors felt that as our objection to this application had revolved around the inclusion of the removal of the PROW and as that had been taken off the application, that there would be nothing for the Parish Council to add. Residents asked and it was suggested that they do not try to walk the public footpath if the gates are open, NYCC are dealing with this legally which could take up to 2 years, and any antagonism my put the process back.

Clerk contacted Highways department regarding the ongoing issue of Parking in Riverdale and the suggestion that a residents parking scheme was put in place. Highways reported that any residents parking scheme would have to be fully funded by the residents and that there would be no limit to the number of permits allowed per resident therefore not an option. Clerk relayed this to the resident.
Clerk contacted Karl Battersby to ask if we could have an update on the position regarding the PROW as the date for consultations had passed. Reply was received that they were having a meeting in January and would be in touch after that.

With reference to the white lining mentioned last month, the e mail from Highways stated that Beal will undertake a full carriageway surface dressing in Spring 2024.  All roads will be dressed and the linings renewed.

	a. Konect 62 – discharge of condition 13 (remediation strategy) and 26 (carriageway and footways) – Conditions discharge but it was noted that the roads will not be adopted.
b. Konect 62 – discharge of condition 14 (Verification report for units 1 – 4 – units 2 – 4 approved, unit 1 not approved as yet but landscaping to unit 1 acceptable.

c. Aire View Manor Road – application for erection of extension, raise roof, demolish existing garage – amended plans and ecological report – it was suggested that a protected species mitigation licence will need to be obtained from Natural England before work commences.

	Biodiversity policy circulated and agreed and signed by Chair.  YLCA have sent details of a biodiversity webinar, Cllr Beaumont expressed an interest in doing this.

Grass Cutting quotes
24/01/1808
	Last month a quotation was received from our normal grass cutting company for grass cutting in the Parish and for tree maintenance on the trees on The Marsh.  This was substantially higher than previous years. Clerk obtained 2 more quotes for grass cutting only and these were more than double the quote from our original grass cutting company.  
Clerk has contacted them and they are prepared to work with us if we decide to reduce the amount of area they cut.  Part of the grass cut is done on behalf of NYCC, and a payment if received from them to cover it. It was decided that if we did not cut the verges we would not cut the visibility splays for NYCC.  As this is connected to the budget a decision was deferred to the budget session.

Village Hall Clock – quote for repairs.

	Observations were made at the annual service that the clock bezel and adjoining date plaques were deteriorating and in need of repair.  A quote was obtained for Cllrs to discuss. As this is connected to the budget a decision was deferred to the budget session.

Asset Register

	The asset register was amended to allow for the extra cost of the new bench and new set of swings in the play area on Craven Garth. Agreed and signed by Chair.

Budget and Precept
24/01/1811
	The budget was discussed at length and discussion took place regarding the repointing needed to the 2 boundary walls surrounding the play area and urban garden on Craven Garth, Clerk had obtained 3 prices.  
The extra cost of the grass cutting or cutting down the amount of area we cut.

The cost of repairs to the Clock, there was a disagreement on the timing of repairs and the Cllrs agreed by 4 to 1 to carry out repairs this year.

The suggestion that we would put extra money into projects to allow for another piece of play equipment to be changed.

This would result in an increase to the precept.

It was decided that the quotation for the walls would be accepted, the quotation for the grass cutting would be accepted in full and the quotation for the repairs to the clock would be accepted and that the precept would be increased to allow for this.

There would be no more money put into projects for the play area equipment.

With regards to the training budget, it was agreed that the Clerk could take any training session without seeking permission from the Parish Council.

At this point the meeting had gone over maximum time by 30 mins so Chair closed the meeting.
